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Romanian writers in “Obsedantul deceniu” ("The Obsessive Decade").
Between refusal to compromise and adaptation. Between social exclusion and political
condemnation aims to highlight the types of social exclusion, the forms of penalty
used by the regime in its relationship with writers and the way in which writers related
to the Sovietization of cultural life.

A first part of our approach was dedicated to the reorganization and clearance
from the professional structures of writers and university and academic institutions,
which, without being punishments caused by anti-communist demonstrations, were a
way in which the emerging communist regime prevented their professional evolution
and had the most harmful effects on their literary creation.

The transformation of the Society of Romanian Writers from a mutual aid
institution, not politically involved, into an institution of control of the literary space
occurs mainly through legislative initiatives of the Ministry of Propaganda re-
established on March 6, 1945 and the Ministry of Arts reorganized on April 24, 1945,
ministries which role in preparing the total subordination of culture was essential.

Becoming president of the Romanian Writers 'Society on September 24,
1944, Victor Eftimiu announced through a speech-program, the new objectives of the
Romanian Writers' Society. Of these, only the purification of society from those who
had aligned themselves with fascism and the unionization of the Society could be done
effectively by the Society of Romanian Writers.

All the other desideratum, namely: the regulation of the relations with
publishers, professional translations, popular libraries, the establishment of a state
publishing house could only be achieved through the legal initiatives of pro-
communist governmental structures. A characteristic of the period, compared to what

would follow with the beginning of 1948, was the maintenance of that territory of



cultural autonomy, represented by the Royal Foundation for Literature and Art where
valuable literary contributions will manage to see the light of the press.

A particular issue was the elimination of undesirable writers by the new
regime about to be established. If the exclusion of a part of the members of the
Romanian Writers' Society between November 9 and November 17, 1944 had as main
criterion the collaborationism with the Antonescu dictatorship, the entry into the new
Union of Writers of the People's Republic of Romania (June 24, 1948) based on
"literary and public activity" introduced political criteria in the selection of writers and
obviously contributed to the changing of its profile.

On another level, the replacement and gradual transformation of the former
university body which structure consisted of well-known writers into one aligned with
the communist ideology was of crucial importance during 1944-1948 and took on
several forms that we tried to identify and present in all their complexity.

In a manner similar to what happened in the case of the Romanian Writers'
Society, the clearances in higher education immediately after August 23, 1944 took
into account, with some exceptions, those teachers and assistants whose involvement
in the Legionary Movement or the Antonescu regime was well known. Gradually,
however, the changes that took place between 1944 and 1948 acquired a political
substratum as clear as possible and, especially, were insidiously materialized by
decisions of the Ministry of Education.

In the period preceding the education reform of 1948, the main directions of
action identified by us regarding the establishment of political control over university
education were as follows: the appointment by the Ministry of National Education, for
one year, of rectors, vice-rectors, deans, vice-deans and of the members of the
University Senates; the amendment of Law no. 386 regarding the organization of
higher education from May 19, 1942 by the Decree-Law no. 658 of August 24, 1946
in order to create the possibility of occupying university chairs by those under the
control of the Communist Party, but who did not meet all the necessary professional
criteria; the elimination of university professors undesirable to the Communist Party
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under the pretext of rationalizing salary expenditures from the higher education
institutions by not less than five decisions of the Ministry of National Education
issued between October 4 and 14 1947, the removal of the persons who failed to swear
an oath of allegiance to the new Romanian People's Republic and the merger on April
2, 1948 of the Faculties of Theology in Suceava and Bucharest; restructuring and
politicization of higher education institutions based on the provisions of Decree no.
175 of August 3, 1948 with effect in further removal of the former university elite
considered unsafe. The excessive ideologization of education of all grades, the
establishment of the state monopoly over it, the diminution of the educational role of
the humanities disciplines was therefore accompanied by the elimination, on political
criteria, of an entire humanities university elite. The latter measure not only had direct
effects on its social marginalization, but indirectly had long-term effects on society as
a whole.

The transformation of the Romanian Academy into the Academy of the
Romanian People's Republic also involved exclusions on political grounds. The period
1944-1948 was marked by the intensification of attacks against the Romanian
Academy and its members but also by the notable resistance of the highest scientific
forum to the "reforming" pressures coming from the pro-communist government.
Decree no. 1454 of the Presidium of the Great National Assembly of August 13, 1948
appointing active, honorary and foreign honorary full members practically equated the
absence of some former full members from the new list with their removal from the
Romanian Academy.

The changes that took place between 1944-1948 represented the foundation
on which the total control that the Romanian Communist Party will exercise over all
means of affirmation and literary production as well as over the professional
association of writers was laid and references to this period could not be avoided
because they explain what was to occur after 1948.

On the other hand, with the institutionalization of communism, the Realism-
socialism becomes the only ideologically accepted current. The concept aimed to
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represent social realities as they were, the theme of the new literature emphasizing
"the new attitude towards work", "the struggle to strengthen the alliance between
peasants and workers", "love for the socialist state" and "fighting mysticism".

The writers' relation to the Sovietization of cultural life was different and
without being able to have very strict delimitations for the first period of Romanian
communism, because, in time, some writers decided to get out of isolation by making
smaller or larger concessions, we distinguished, at least for the beginning of the period
1948-1964, several typologies, as follows: left-wing writers who asserted themselves
before August 23, 1944 and who enter under the control of the Romanian Communist
Party; those who did not adhere to the new ideology out of conviction but made
concessions so as not to be exposed to sanctions; those who engage without restraint
in the literary policy of the Communist Party; those who managed to evade political
interference in order not to make compromises and concessions; those who manage to
leave Romania and join the other Romanian exiles.

Among the writers who survived outside the the Sovietization of cultural life,
Lucian Blaga, Tudor Arghezi and Serban Cioculescu are notorious cases that we
present in this document. To the extent that communism lasted a long time and the
party's strategy towards intellectuals is nuanced ranging from attempts to recover
interwar writers to refining methods of coercion, the three are different models:
Lucian Blaga will constantly refuse to cooperate with the regime until the end of his
life, Tudor Arghezi is recovered by the communist regime not without being forced to
make some concessions and Serban Cioculescu avoids his arrest in the Noica-Pillat
group at the risk of the articles published in "Glasul Patriei" in the context of the new
campaign started at the end of 1957 against the revisionists and especially the
existentialists.

Starting from the study of the archive documents regarding the convicted
writers, we can state that between 1948-1958 there were three waves of arrests, their
distinctive element being represented by the reasons for which the trials against them

were organized.



The first wave of repression between 1948-1956 did not provide for
convictions for literary work. The repressive role of the state is manifested, especially,
against the former political opposition, the writers being arrested and convicted for
political reasons.

Nicolae Balotd was convicted twice, first for possession of banned
publications (1948) and then for transmitting information in order to undermine the
popular democratic regime (1956). Adrian Marino, together with other young
national-peasants, tried to activate the activity of the university youth of the party, a
fact that will attract, on October 19, 1950, their imprisonment with sentences of 15
years to 1 and a half years. Sergiu Dan presents a special situation. Following the
escape of his relatives from the Dumarovca camp (Transnistria), he ends up under the
permanent surveillance of the Capital Police Prefecture and in the situation of
stylizing an anti-communist pamphlet prepared by Sava Dumitrescu only that its
discovery after August 23, 1944 will put him in the unnatural situation to be brought
to justice for crime against peace and humanity. In the case of Robert Eisenbraun
(Andrei Ciurunga), the anti-Soviet articles in the magazine "Raza" and the newspaper
"Basarabia" were considered in 1951 "crimes against peace and humanity", so that
later, the detention poems were the basis of the second conviction, this time for
"conspiracy against the social order" (1959).

More harmless politically than with an intense legionary political activity,
Ovidiu Cotrus ends up being involved in the process of the Subversive Political
Organization and of the Espionage Razleti Cluj Body. Other convictions for political
reasons were made against Teohar Mihadas and Constant Tonegaru for helping the
"White Guard" resistance organization between 1948-1949.

Because they composed an emotional anthem for Bessarabia, Dimitrie Iov,
Virgil Carianopol and Virginia Munteanu were sanctioned in 1957 for public
agitation.

Ion Caraion also went through two convictions, the first for the crime of
public instigation (1951) and the second occurred for treason (1959). Last but not
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least, following the application of Order no. 490 of August 9, 1952 Nicolae Batzaria is
detained and punished administratively, as former vice president of the organization
P.N.L., Sector 1 in Bucharest.

Among the singular cases addressed we referred to U.R.S.S. captivity (1942-
1946) of the literary critic Constantin Ciopraga and the unique destiny of Pan
Vizirescu who manages to stay hidden from the authorities thanks to the help of his
family.

A second wave of repression (1956-1958) will unquestionably affect those
students, future writers, who, on the background of events in Hungary, initiate and
take courageous actions. Paskandi Geza, Alexandru Ivasiuc, Marcel Petrisor and Paul
Goma are the most illustrative cases we have presented, without forgetting Stefan
Augustin Doinas and I.D. Sarbu, who were charged with failure to report. Of course,
they were condemned as the initiators of the student demonstrations in Romania that
followed the Hungarian Revolution (October 23-November 4, 1956), but the
convictions they suffered unquestionably had an effect on later writers insofar as the
communist power controlled all means of creation.

In the context of the withdrawal of Soviet troops from Romania in the
summer of 1958, to ensure the U.R.S.S. that the regime in Bucharest is a stable one
and the emergence of a phenomenon such as Petofi circles cannot be possible, a last
repressive wave is triggered in which the guilt is extended to the writing and
possession of literary works.

Politically harmless manuscripts such as, Asteptand ceasul de apoi by Dinu
Pillat, Anti-Goethe and Povestiri despre om by Constantin Noica, Studii critice asupra
poeziilor romdnesti by lon Negoitescu, Vasile Voiculescu's poems and many others
become incriminating acts. In the case of the trial of German writers in Romania, one
of the main pieces of the accusation is the short story Prinful si bardul, already
published by Bergel Hans in 1957, at the Tineretului Publishing House.

This last part of our paper aims to highlight the role of criminal investigations
as a mechanism for prosecuting intellectuals, less on a reconstruction of each process.
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The security, through specific methods of coercing those arrested, obtained
confessions which, together with the drawer literature, became the main evidence for
conviction, after which it directed these "confessions" in order to build huge counter-
revolutionary groups. The trials carried out between 1958-1964, due to the harshness
of the sentences handed down for politically harmless acts, will remain in recent
history as an operation of large-scale intimidation against intellectuals.

The elimination of writers from the professional circles of assertion, political
convictions and convictions for literary work were one of the harshest realities of
Romanian society. Along with this huge amount of suffering caused by the repressive
role of the state, the one that lost enormously was the Romanian culture itself.
Exasperated by the prison experience, Dinu Pillat repressed his literary talent, giving
up the genre of the novel in order to devote himself, once he regained his freedom,
only to literary criticism. There are late returns to the literary world or even

contributions left in the manuscript stage until the fall of communism.
